Organising Authority: The Bough Beech SC in association with the CVRDA.

1. Rules:

     1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the racing rules of sailing (RRS) 2009
           2012, the RYA prescriptions, the Rules of the CVRDA, the NOR and the
           Sailing Instructions. 
     1.2 In the event of any conflict between these Rules, those of Sailing Instructions shall prevail.

     1.3 The exoneration penalty (and the advisory and RYA Arbitration) of the RYA Rules disputes     

           procedures will be available.

2. Changes to RRS Rules: 
2.1 Racing Rules 29.2; 35; 40; 60.1(a); 61.3; 62.2; 64.1; A4.1; A5; will be changed as follows;

· RRS 29.2; General Recall. 

· RRS 40; buoyancy aids will be worn at all times afloat.
· RRS 60.1 (a) Right to protest; right to request redress.
· RRS 62.2 and 61.3; Protest Time Limit.
· RRS 64.1(a); Penalties and Exoneration. 

· RRS A4.1; scoring of late starters (DNS).
· RRS A5; Scoring of late starters.

· Race signals ICF “L”, Instructions by the race Committee from the committee boat. 

           The changes will appear in full in the Sailing Instructions. The sailing instructions may also change other racing rules
3. Eligibility & Entry.

3.1 The regatta is open to all class of boats which are designed before 1965 and are at least 25 years old.  Boats may only be entered by using the official entry form.
3.2 All Entrants must be members of an RYA affiliated club
3.3 Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it together with the required fee to “CVRDA Event” BBSC, Bough Beech, Nr Edenbridge, Kent. TN8 7AN.
3.4 Late entries will be accepted up to 10:00 hrs on 27/06/09, for those who wish to enter on the day. 
3.5 Substitution of helm or crew after registration will only be considered following written application to the Race Committee.

4. Fees.

4.1 Required fees are as follows.

£ 15.00 per doublehanded boat 
£ 10.00  per singlehanded boat.

4.2 The event is open to youth helms and crews under the age of 18 years on 27.06.09 at a rate reduced by £2.00 per boat.
4.3 Cheques should be made payable to “Bough Beech SC” and accompany the entry form.
5. Schedule.
5.1 Registration will take place in the club house on 27.06.09 from 08.45 to 10.00.

5.3 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race is 10.55 hrs. Subsequent start times will be announced by the Race Officer. No warning signal will be given after 15.45hrs.

6. Measurement.

6.1 Each boat shall hold a valid measurement certificate.

6.2 The Race Committee will accept entries from boats without measurement certificates,

providing, (where there is provision of the Class Rules) they have a current valid buoyancy test certificate.

6.3 At the discretion of the race committee, boats may be subject to scrutiny and/or measurement    

      at any time before, during or after the event.

7. Sailing instructions.

7.1 The sailing Instruction will be available at request or after 08.45 hrs on 27th June 2009 at the registration desk on the first floor of the clubhouse.
8. The Courses.

8.1 The courses to be sailed will be defined in the sailing instructions and displayed at the club.

9. Scoring.
9.1 The Scoring system is as follows; ISAF Low Points Scoring Systems as in RRS (2009-2012)

Appendix A.4.

9.2 When fewer than four races have been completed, a boats series scores will be the total of

        her race scores.

9.3 When from four races are completed a boat’s score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
9.5 An event winner will be decided providing one race is completed.

10. Radio Communications.

10.1 Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

11. Prizes.

11.1 The BBSC Organising Committee will award prizes at its discretion.

12. Personal Safety.
12.1 On the day of the event, the OOD may signal that the wearing of wetsuits or dry suits will be
compulsory. Neither wetsuits nor dry suits will be considered adequate buoyancy.

13. Disclaimer of Liability.

13.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race.

The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

14. Insurance.

14.1 Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2m per event or the equivalent.
